The borrowing Club shall notify the losing Club of its
possession of equipment within a-ddy period. The losing
Club shall have thirty (30) days within which to regain its
property. If not redeemed within that period, the borrowin
Club must return the property within ninety (90) days.

Although the borrowed equipment is of great value, the
redemption value shall be limited to modest fines.
